
GAS-FIRED HEATING SYSTEM PM PROCEDURE CHECKLIST
· Evaluate general condition of equipment.  Note any water leaks, corrosion, soot, value gas leakage, odors, fuel leaks, etc.  Check vent system integrity.

· Put down tarpaulin or other protection on floor to contain errant soot, ash, etc.

· Brush and vacuum furnace or boiler heat exchanger and flue pipe if needed.

· Check condition of chimney if visible (where applicable).  Check overall condition and operation of power venter or draft inducer (where applicable).

· Replace and seal cleanout covers, smoke hoods, etc.

· Remove gas burner assemblies (if practical).  Brush openings in burner tubes to clean.  Re-assemble gas burners.

· Remove and clean flame rod (where applicable).

· Fire burner and check for gas leaks particularly at the pilot tube (where applicable).

· Check that hot-surface igniters heat up to full brightness.

· Check quality of ignition (light-off).

· Disconnect flame rod (if possible) and verify that the gas control shuts down within the specified time.

· Perform combustion test.  Obtain test results appropriate for each appliance.

· Note carbon monoxide levels in exhaust.  Adjust burner to achieve less than 75 ppm.

· Print out combustion test report twice.  Leave one copy on the equipment and attach the other to the “office copy” of the invoice.

· Pick up the tarpaulin.  Wipe down equipment and leave the area as clean as is practical.

· Run burner long enough to test adjustable high limit control.

· Verify correct operation of the power venter or draft inducer draft prover (if present).
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
